Avian Predation Trigger Levels and Proposed Toolbox Control Measures for Little Goose Dam
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Per the November 20, 2013 FPOM Avian Subcommittee meeting agreement ,  below are a list of recommendations and input guidance into the FPP Bird Management  Appendix for Little Goose Dam.  

Bird Management Program (Input Guidance for the FPP)
1) Little Goose will monitor and collect data on Gulls, Cormorants, Terns and Pelicans from April 1 – August 31.  There will be two monitoring zones; the Forebay and Tailrace. There will be two bird activities monitored; Act of Predation (flying, diving or feeding) and Resting (in/on water, on debris, structures or land).   Bird monitoring will occur 3 times per day in the forebay and tailrace at approximately 0800, 1200 and 1600 hours and one time per day in the tailrace at approximately 2000 hours.
2) Little Goose will perform bird hazing which may include contracted services.  Gulls, Cormorants and Terns will be hazed as needed during the juvenile fish passage season.  Hazing will be performed using scare products.  These include consumer fireworks, scare cannons, bird bangers and bird screamers.
4) Passive deterrents will be used.  These include; needle strips, bird wires and visual scare devices.
5) Lethal take may occur; performed and regulated by licensed agencies and/or companies. 
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If gull numbers reach an average of 100 per day during the April 1 to August 31 period the project will employ one or more for the following toolbox control measures, in any combination, to best achieve reduced bird predation to an acceptable level. 
a) Remotely activated propane canon(s)

b) Hazing with pyrotechnics and other bird scare divices
c) Lethal take by contracted services
