MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

On 28 July, at approximately 1000, Pacific States lamprey researchers reported that the pumps supplying water to the Cascades Island lamprey ramp had tripped off sometime overnight, and three lamprey mortalities were found in the lower rest boxes.  Two lamprey made it to the trap box and were released alive and well.  Researchers returned the three lamprey mortalities to the river.  The ramp was placed out of service on 28 July until it could be determined why the pumps tripped off.  Electricians concluded that the amperage setting on the pump control box was set too low causing the pump to trip off.  The amperage setting was adjusted, and the ramp was placed back in service on 29 July.

D. Weight – Unknown

E. Marks and Injuries noted during tagging – NA

F. Marks and Injuries found on the carcass – No tags/marks
G. Cause and Time of Death – sometime between 27 and 28 August, pumps supplying water to ramp shut off.
H. Future and Preventative Measures – Amperage readings on the pumps will be checked and the control box adjusted, as necessary, when new pumps are installed.
I. Other – Due to the condition of the carcasses, U of I was unable to use the lamprey for proximate analysis.
