SUBJECT: Dead chinook jack adjacent to Bradford Island fish ladder
On 13 October at 1545, Fisheries Field Unit reported to Project Fisheries that a chinook jack had apparently jumped out of the Bradford Island fish ladder approximately three weirs below the count station, around 1400.  The fish was found lying on the roadway, still gilling, but the eyes had been removed by a bird.  The FFU biologist placed the chinook in the forebay.  No photo was taken, but information noted by FFU is provided below:
A. Species – Chinook 
B. Origin – Clipped
C. Length – 19 inches 
D. Weight – Unknown

E. Marks and Injuries noted during tagging – Missing eyes
F. Marks and Injuries found on the carcass – None noted
G. Cause and Time of Death – about 1400, jumped out of fishway

H. Future and Preventative Measures – The Project will install a temporary construction barrier along the hand rail.
I. Other – None
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
