MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: One dead steelhead in DSM2.

On 25 October, Project Fisheries found a dead, clipped steelhead on the DSM2 walkway grate at orifice 11A-S.  Fisheries found no gaps or holes in the grates and could not readily identify how the fish came to rest on the walkway.
A. Species – steelhead
B. Origin – hatchery
C. Length x Girth – 25.5 inches by 4.5 inches.
D. Weight – at least as heavy as a bag of sugar… roughly 5 lbs.
E. Injuries noted – one injury on the left side.  Appeared to be a puncture wound.
F. Marks noted – adipose clipped. 
G. Cause and Time of Death – unknown, though inspections of the DSM occur twice daily, so it is estimated the fish was out of water for 10 or fewer hours.
H. Future and Preventative Measures – no preventative measures at this time.  If the opening through which the fish entered is found, preventative measures will be taken at that time.
I. Other- The fish was not scanned for PIT tags.  It was returned to the DSM channel.
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
