PROJECT-  Bonneville Lock and Dam, PH2
RESPONSE DATE- 19 November 2010
Description of the problem- Starting on 1 December, contractors will begin the removal of the B2 BGS.  PNNL has 4 node anchors with marker buoys that are positioned approximately 100’ upstream and running parallel to the BGS.  These bouys and floats need to removed prior to the BGS contractor starting work.    
Type of outage required-  It allow the safe removal of these node and the associated cables, PNNL and BON project have requested that a maximum of 4 units plus 1 fish unit be operated at B2 from 0700-1600 on 22 November.  This reduced turbine operation will allow PNNL and their work boats to maneuver safety around the B2 Forebay and BGS area with less current  
Impact on facility operation- The Second Powerhouse is currently still the priority powerhouse.  We are asking that 2 units worth of flow be transferred over to PH1 for the day.  With current river flow at or around 120K there is room to transfer flow to PH1 with no impact to generation.

Length of time for repairs/removal- Request that 2 units worth of flow be transferred to PH1 from 0700-1600 on 22 November.  PNNL anticipates that the work will only take between 4-5 hours.  If completed early, PH2 units will be brought back online when appropriate.
Expected impacts on fish passage- Fish impacts are expected to be minimal due to the low numbers of fish.  Adult fishway entrances are still in operation and 2/3 of the total river will still be passing at PH2.
Continuing to operate the DSM with screened units will provide normal passage conditions and thus no increased impacts to fish passage.
