MEMORANDUM FOR THE RECORD

SUBJECT: Lamprey mortality at Bonneville’s Adult Fish Facility (AFF).

On 15 July, PSMFC reported an adult lamprey mortality found in one of the portable traps, AFF 1, located in the AFF ladder.  The lamprey died overnight and was discovered the next morning upon collection.   The fish was in good condition and had not been sampled or tagged.  No other injuries were noted.  This fish was frozen and remains in the AFF.
On 19 July, CRITFC recovered an adult lamprey mortality off the valve 15 return pool drain trash rack.  This fish had not been sampled or tagged and was slightly decomposed and discolored.  There was no evidence of injury.  It was released to the valve 15 return pool drain.
