I.   Sub yearling Chinook mortalities associated with dewatering of Main Unit #17 scroll case at The Dalles Dam, 6 July 2011.

II. Adult Sockeye mortalities associated with dewatering of Main Unit #17 scroll case at The Dalles Dam, 6 July 2011

I. Sub yearling Chinook and other fish mortalities in Main Unit #17 Scroll Case.
Narrative: On 6 July 2011, fish rescue personnel inspected the dewatered turbine scroll case as soon as the water levels reached a depth permitting visual inspection. Fisheries personnel provided technical guidance on fish safety, assured that rescue equipment was available that was needed, and participated in fish salvage. Upon entering the scroll case personnel observed 15 sub-yearling, and 16 adult shad mortalities. 
a. Time and date: 1130 hrs, 6 July 2011.

b. Nature of activity: Main Turbine Unit 17 scroll case dewatered for five year maintenance.

c. Agency responsible: U.S Army Corps of Engineers

d. Fish numbers, species, origin, external injuries etc.: 15 sub-yearling Chinook, (Oncorhynchus tshawytscha), origin unknown, the sub-yearlings appeared to be dead for some time due to discoloration and various stages of decomposition. No noticeable tags. 16 adult shad (Alosa sapidissima) also found dead.
e. Future actions: None, unknown how they died.

f. Any relevant photos: None.

II. Adult Sockeye mortalities in Main Unit #17 Scroll Case.

Narrative: On 6 July 2011, fisheries personnel entered the scroll case and observed two adult Sockeye mortalities.

a. Time and date: 1130 hrs, 6 July 2011. 

b. Nature of activity: Main Turbine Unit 17 scroll case dewatered for five year maintenance. 

c. Agency responsible: U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

d. Fish numbers, species, origin, external injuries etc.: two adult Sockeye (Oncorhynchus nerka), origin unknown, the Sockeye appeared to have no marks. Both fish had rigormortis.  
e. Future actions: Investigation continues to determine cause of death. Operations followed all procedures correctly. Fisheries was notified when water levels allowed entry. Twelve subyearlings, 1 sturgeon and 1 adult lamprey were removed alive and released to river. Several sturgeon and catfish were also removed from the draft tube alive. The fact that both sockeye had rigormortis indicates it was not a result of the dewatering procedures.
