II. Adult Lamprey mortality associated with dewatering of Main Unit # 21 scroll case at The Dalles Dam, August 1, 2011

I. Sub yearling Chinook mortality in Main Unit # 21 Scroll Case.
Narrative: On August 1, 2011, fish rescue personnel inspected the dewatered turbine scroll case as soon as the water level reached a depth permitting visual inspection. Fisheries personnel provided technical guidance on fish safety, assured that rescue equipment was available that was needed, and participated in fish salvage. Upon entering the scroll case personnel observed one sub-yearling mortality. 
a. Time and date: 1130 hrs, August 1, 2011.

b. Nature of activity: Main Turbine Unit 21 scroll case dewatered for maintenance.

c. Agency responsible: U.S Army Corps of Engineers

d. Fish numbers, species, origin, external injuries etc.: one sub-yearling Chinook, (Oncorhynchus tshawytscha), origin unknown, the sub-yearling had no signs of physical injury, wasn’t clipped and no tags.
e. Future actions: None, unknown how the fish died.

Narrative: On August 1, 2001, fisheries personnel entered the scroll case and observed one adult Lamprey mortality.

a. Time and date: 1130 hrs, August 1, 2011. 

b. Nature of activity: Main Turbine Unit # 21scroll case dewatered for maintenance. 

c. Agency responsible: U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

d. Fish numbers, species, origin, external injuries etc.: One adult lamprey (Lampetra tridentata), origin unknown, the Lamprey was partially decomposed, no tag.
