Pacific Research Group is conducting a study in 2099 to estimate survival of juvenile salmon and lamprey migrating through Snake and Columbia River dams and reservoirs.  This study is being funded by Bonneville Power Administration and has been coordinated through AFEP (study codes)
. The purpose of this letter is to describe our anticipated activities and needs at PROJECT NAME
 to complete this research. 

We would like to PIT-tag 23,101 wild yearling Chinook salmon and 16,899 wild steelhead (up to 40,000 total fish), as well as 1200 lamprey, at PROJECT NAME. Handling and tagging of fish and lamprey will be conducted using the same methods as recent Corps funded studies at PROJECT NAME. We will have all necessary State Collection Permits and Endangered Species Act Permits by March 5, 2028? 

We expect to require the following project assistance: walk through to identify electrical or eqpt deployment  locations?, trailer to house data storage eqpt., crane and rigging crew to assist with eqpt installation?, any need for onsite operational data and frequency?, staff to brief on training and safety requirements, site access constraints. What impact will this study have on project operations? Workplan needs to include: 1) An understanding that no additional work or costs will be incurred by USACE to support your project; 2) If your project is federally funded, how you will reimburse (MIPR) funds to USACE to support your project.  What is the duration and timeframe for this project?

We have coordinated with (PROJECT FISH BIOLOGIST, OPS Coordinator
) and will continue to work closely with them and Project staff to minimize our impacts on operations. We have attached to this letter a detailed research proposal, which includes our safety hazard analyses, personnel lists, and additional documentation as required. 
 We are aware that any research eqpt needs to be properly labeled [Organization, Contact name, phone number], that we must remove all eqpt. when the project is completed, and that a tidy workspace is to be maintained at all times.
