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1.  Project Information
· Purpose/Objective.  The purpose of this project is to design, award, and execute a contract to install a boat barrier across the forebay upstream of the spillway at Little Goose Dam on the Snake River. 
· Description.  A boat barrier system is necessary to mitigate safety hazards associated with the installation of a temporary spillway weir (TSW) at LGA. The installed weir (when in operation) passes water from the forebay water surface through the dam spillway to provide a surface passage route for downstream migrant fish. The presence of a surface draw creates a significant hazard to boaters that may approach the spillway. Prior to the installation of the TSW, all draw through the dam was submerged and presented a reduced risk to marine traffic.  Floating boat barrier systems spanning across the dam forebay are a means to restrain vessels that may inadvertently approach the spillway.
