TOPIC:


Shad Fishery at The Dalles Dam 
ACTION REQUESTED:
Authorize a commercial shad dipnet fishery at the east fishladder exit on The Dalles Dam.  
FORMAL ACTION TAKEN: The abundance of shad in Zone 6 of the Columbia River represents an underutilized commercial fishery opportunity for tribal fishers, as well as a potential pest of salmon which migrate upriver at the same time.  Tribal fishers have developed a selective trap net which can be very effective at harvesting large quantities of shad without harm to salmonids when fished at the exit of the east fishladder on The Dalles Dam.  Tribal fishers have developed markets and should be given opportunity to fill them.  Given the limited access to the east fishladder exit, this fishery may be conducted by permit only according to the special guidelines printed thereon, as shown on the attached page.

Pursuant to authorization by T-90-66 and the Revised Law and Order Code, the Yakama Nation Fish and Wildlife/Law and Order Committee hereby authorizes the enrolled members listed above to fish in the Yakama Nation shad fishery subject to the following rules AND the Special Rules for the 2008 Tribal Shad Fishery on the attached pages.  

TIMES:
10 a.m. to 9 p.m. daily, Monday through Friday until further notice.  

This fishery may be subject to emergency closures based on incidental impacts to salmon.  It is the responsibility of each fisher to know if the fishery is open before fishing.  

AREA:
Fishing may be conducted from boats at the east (Oregon side) fishladder exit at The Dalles Dam.  

GEAR:
Lawful fishing gears shall be dipnets used in conjunction with a trapnet set at the fishladder exit.  Fishers may dipnet shad from the trapnet, but dipnets may not be placed within the fishladder exit at any time.  Doing so may cause immediate revocation of this permit.  
OTHER CONDITIONS: To minimize the incidental impacts to salmon and prolong the shad fishery, and for safety of the fishers, the following conditions apply to this fishery

· All foreign odors must be kept out of the water.  Rubber gloves should be worn at all times, and outboard motors should not be operated within 50 feet of the fishladder exit.  

· Dipnets should be wrapped with sound-deadening material to reduce noise.  

· Salmon that are caught in dipnets are to be gently lifted out of the trapnet and released upstream.  

· Each boat must carry Coast Guard Approved Type I or III personal flotation devices for each person on board.  These must be worn while within the Boat Restricted Zone.  Each boat must carry at least one approved fire extinguisher and one anchor with 200 feet of line.  
This fishery is open to members of the Yakama Nation.  Each fisher must have in possession a Yakama Nation enrollment card and a signed copy of this permit.  Failure to follow these rules may cause revocation of this permit.  
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
