MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN:  Gary Johnson

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for week 1 of 2000, which covers the period 2 through 8 January.
1.  OPERATION SUMMARY.

1.1. Daily average river flow ranged from 188.2 to 213.1 kcfs.  Daily average tailwater elevation for the project ranged from 16.5’ to 18.0’ msl.  River temperature ranged from 43 to 46° F.  Spill bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for the Cascades Island ladder and B-branch ladder, respectively, remain on sill. 

1.2.  Unit 10 remained out of service for stator rewind.  Unit 4 was out of service from 1030-1212 on 3 January to repair the units’ cooler.  Units 1, 2, and 3 were out of service from approximately 0700-1730 on 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 January for divers to install surface collector equipment.  Unit 8 was out of service for testing from 1442 on 4 January through 1206 on 5 January.  

1.3.  The first powerhouse ice and trash sluiceway remained open for debris removal and the second powerhouse sluiceway remained closed this reporting week.

1.4.  Second powerhouse fish units remained out of service for winter maintenance. 

2.  ACTIVITIES. 
2.1. STS Inspections.  End-of-season STS inspection data from December is presented below.  All screens were in good condition unless otherwise noted below.  See Table 1.

3.  RESEARCH. 

3.1. Normandeau MGR Testing.  Normandeau and Mid-Columbia Consultants resumed biological MGR testing at units 5 and 6 on 5 January. 

3.2. WDFW Fish Counting.  WDFW continued 24-h/d video counting at Bradford Island. 

4.  FISHWAYS.  Project biologists inspected on 3, 4, and 6 January this reporting week.

5.1. Construction continues on the new Juvenile Monitoring Facility.

6.  OTHER NOTABLE ITEMS.

6.1. Divers inspected the PH1 collection channel, Cascades Island ladder, and PH2 collection channel including north and south monoliths on 4 and 5 January this reporting week.  All facilities including diffuser gratings and gates were in good condition.

6.2. The Washington shore ladder is scheduled to return to service on 10 January.

6.3. The Cascades Island ladder is scheduled to return to service on 10 January.

6.4. The Bradford Island ladder is scheduled to be dewatered on 11 January.

6.5. The PH1 DSM is scheduled to be dewatered on 18 January.
