MEMORANDUM FOR CENWP-OP, ATTN: Randy Bailey

SUBJECT: Bonneville Lock and Dam, Fishway and Fish Activities for Week 14 of 2005, which covers the period from 27 March through 02 April 2005.

1.  OPERATION SUMMARY

1.1 Daily average river flows ranged from 111.8 to 170.6 kcfs.  Daily average project tailwater elevation ranged from 11.9’ to 15.5’ msl.  Daily average powerhouse forebay elevation ranged from 75.2’ to 76.0’ msl.  Daily average river temperature averaged 46(F.  Daily turbidity measured 4.0 to 6.0 on the secchi disk.  

1.2 Spill Bays 1 and 18, which supply attraction flow for Cascades Island and B-Branch respectively, are open 0.5’ during daylight hours.   Daily average spill ranged from 1.3 to 1.5 kcfs.    

1.3 Unit operation.  

1.3.1 Unit 0 remains out of service for a 5-year overhaul.

1.3.2 Unit 2 remains out of service for turbine rehab.

1.3.3 Unit 10 remains out of service for gantry crane three construction.

1.3.4 Unit 11 was out of service from 0650 until 1128 on 28 March for transducer installation.

1.3.5 Unit 12 was out of service from 1134 until 1440 on 28 March for transducer installation.

1.3.6 Unit 13 was out of service from 0648 until 1027 on 29 March for transducer installation.

1.3.7 Unit 14 was out of service from 1030 until 1320 on 29 March for transducer installation.

1.3.8 Unit 15 was out of service from 1325 until 1605 on 29 March for transducer installation.

1.3.9 Unit 16 was out of service from 0720 until 0807 on 30 March for transducer installation.

1.3.10 Unit 17 was out of service from 0815 until 0848 on 30 March for transducer installation.

1.4 Second Powerhouse fish units provide attraction flow for the Washington Shore fish ladder.  The units are placed on standby from approximately 0000-0300 nightly if drawdown exceeds 1.0’.  

1.5 Gatewell drawdowns are measured on Wednesdays.  Drawdowns are measured daily on Unit 17.

6.1.3 A-branch has been reprogrammed.  FG3-4 will remain out of service until winter 2005/06.
6.1.4 The AFF will be watered up on 05 April.
